WITHDRAWALS

1. Parents are requested to nitify the school of any change in 
address, telephone number and to provide correct contact 
numbers in the School Diary so that parents can be contacted 
during any emergency.

2. The school is not responsible for the loss of person belongings.

3. Parents and guarians are not allowed to see their children or 
interview teachers during school hours.

4. Should a student be injured during class time, the school will 
make every effort to contact the parent first. However, in case 
this is not possible, the school authorities will take necessary 
measures.

5. In all questions of promotion or failure the Principal’s decision is 
final.

6. Parents are requested to co-operate with the school authorities 
by insisting on neatness and cleanliness in textbooks, exercise 
books and personal appearance.

7. Ordinarily communication with parents are made through the 
School Diary. Parents are requested to go through the School 
Diary and to sign the remarks / comments made by the teachers 
or Principal.

1. In case of students being withdrawn from the school owing to 
parents begin transferred, parents will be required to give one 
calendar month’s clear notice or one month’s fees in lieu there of 
will have to be paid. A copy of the transfer order must be 
enclosed with all such requests for the appeal to be considered.

2. No Leaving Certificate will be issued until all dues to the School 
have been paid in full.

ATTENDANCE

TIMING

Students must wear clean, complete and correct uniform daily.

1. ID Card to be worn on all days.

2. Nails should be clean and cut short. Use of mehendi, Nail 
Polish, Kajal is not permitted under any circumstances.

3. No coloured clips, bands should should be worn to school, only 
black is permitted.

4. Boys should have short hair and girls should have their hair 
neatly tied with black bands.

5. No Jewellers including nose pin, danglers, astrological rings to 
be worn to school.

6. Shoes should be properly polished.

1. Irregular attendance, unjustified or unexplained absence, 
habitual late coming or objectionable behavior of any kind 
justify dismissal.

2. Students must be punctual for class. If a child is consecutively 
late for 3 days the guardians will be required to meet the 
discipline committee.

3. Magazines, money, moblie phones, I-pods, electronic devices, 
expensive watches, jewelleries are strictly prohibited in the 
school premises. If found by the school authority, these are 
liable to be seized permanently.

For Boys : Blue, red and white check shirt with school monogram, 

Red half pants with gallis, black covered school shoes with Iace & 

school socks, blue sweater and full pants for winter.

For Girls : Blue, red and white check frock with school monogram, 

Red Skirt, black school shoes, school socks & blue school 

cardigan (front open) & white stockings for winter.

Special attention is given to ensuure high standard of morality and 
discipline in the school.

4. Pupils are responsible for the safe custody of their books and 
belongings. Each article should be marked with the pipil’s 
name. Losing a School Diary or tearing pages from School 
Diary is a serious offence. A fine of Rs. 150/- has to be paid to 
get a new School Diary.

5. Any damage done to school property should be made good by 
the pupil concerned. In addition a heavy fine may also be 
imposed.

6. Disciplinary measures include detention on Friday and 
suspension for a certain length of time, as determined by the 
Principal.

7. No student is allowed to leave the school premises except on 
the strength of a written request from the guardian and due 
authorization by the Principal.

1. Minimum 80% attendance per term is required, to be eligible 
for promotion.

2. On being absent from class, the reason for their absence 
should be briefly noted in their “Regularity Record” which 
should be countersigned by the class teacher. Birthdays, 
excursions, urgent business are not sufficient reasons.

3. Students absent from school on medical grounds for  three 
days or more must produce a letter from parents addresses to 
the Principal when they rejoin. This must be supported by a 
medical certificate. The Principal should be informed if the 
child is absent due to prolonged illness.

4. There is no such thing as a half day leave for students. If an 
appointment is made with a doctor, the student must not be 
sent to school on that day. Requests to send home early 
after unit tests will be automatically turned down. Early 
departure is not granted to those who come sick from home.

5. The school does not provide for any re-testing for class 
assignments, unit tests etc. which are missed due to 
absence.

6. Children affected by infectious diseases should not be sent 
to school until they complete the quarantine period.
